Remarks From Mark
The Results of God-given Roles
We will conclude this series of articles from (Ephesians 4:11-16), by examining the results of filling God-given roles, understanding their purpose, and attaining the goals for them. God desires that His people grow as we have already seen (v.15b). As a result of this we will not be caught up in every religious whim or fad that comes along (v.14). The devil uses people to do his dirty work of deception going all the way back to the garden (Gen. 3:9-13; 2 Cor. 11:3). If we are sincere seekers of His will for us, we will recognize Satan’s subtle tactics of deception, because we are rooted in God’s word. Another result is the desire to share God’s word with others (v.15a) from a heart of love recognizing the Lord of this mission-Jesus Christ (v.15b). The willingness to share Jesus with others cannot be overstated. When we recognize that our ultimate purpose for life is to glorify God this will not be a problem. The final result is recognizing that we all have a responsibility as members of the body of Christ (v.16). Just as each part of a physical body has a function, each part of Jesus’ body has a function. As members of His church, the one body (Eph. 1:22-23), we are those parts (1 Cor. 12:27; Rom. 12:4-8). Let us take hold of these responsibilities and become the functioning body in Saltillo that God desires. This will “cause growth of the body for the edifying of itself in love” (v.16)! I love you all and God does too! Grace and peace to you!
