True Security
I came across a quote this week from Robert Lewis that really impacted me, so I thought I would share. He stated, “Prosperity has not been kind to the American family. It breeds short, shallow roots. Fragile anchors. It’s not that prosperity and wealth are inherently evil. They aren’t. But their presence constantly tempts us to believe we are secure without God and that money can be an adequate substitute for real family values.” I believe Mr. Lewis is on to something. We often blame things like social media, cell phones, & video games for the trouble in our homes today, but these are not the root of the problem. How many of the issues go back to where our trust truly lies? The Bible records for us a very negative view of trusting in prosperity, even to the point that it can cost us our soul (Matthew 6:24; Luke 12:15-21; 1 Timothy 6:6-10). As fathers, we need to think about how this can affect our families. As elders, you need to think about how this can affect the congregation. As a member of Christ’s body, we need to think about how this can affect our personal spiritual life. In all we need to think about how our trust affects our relationship with the Lord. As Christians, we need to remember that God has promised to keep His people, and He will keep His promise, something that money cannot do. As leaders of the Lord’s church, this should be kept in memory, that God’s work done in God’s way will never lack God’s supply (2 Corinthians 9:8-15). We can only find true security in the proper relationship with the Lord! Do you feel secure spiritually? Let us all please consider this question. I love you and God does too!
