Remarks from Mark
“But not…”
“We are hard-pressed on every side, but not crushed; we are perplexed, but not in despair; persecuted, but not forsaken, struck down, but not destroyed…” (2 Corinthians 4:8-9). Life is hard! Make no bones about it. Life is filled with struggles. Paul here is talking about the life he lived as a Christian. His life was filled with pressure, confusion, and betrayal. He was continually knocked down, but he also continued to get back up. Why did these things happen to him? They happened because he was a Christian. Jesus never promised that the life of His followers would be easy – “you will face tribulation” (John 16:33). Paul, by inspiration, tells us a little more about why this happened to him in verses 7 & 10 of this passage. We are fragile jars of clay that are strengthened by the power of God (v.7). God is our only true source of strength, spiritually speaking. He holds us together during these times, when we lean on Him. He created us. He knows us. He cares about us. Also, it is during these times of difficulty that we can allow the Lord’s sacrifice of death to be seen by how we live (v.10). Paul was “crucified for Christ” (Galatians 2:20), and so must we. We can’t lead others to the cross when we refuse to hold it up before the world by our manner of life. We are to live in the reality that we will have struggles. We must also remember that the Lord is present and will strengthen us no matter what happens. It’s then during life’s difficulties that we can shout to the world, “I am ___________, but not ______________.” You fill in the blank with your struggle, as well as what God can do with it. Trust Him! He has promised that He can turn your struggle into glory for Him (vs.11-15). I love you, and most importantly, God loves you! Grace and peace to you.
