Remarks from Mark
“Is There Anything in a Name? Part 2”
Last week, we looked at the names for our Lord – Immanuel, Jesus, Christ. These names should have special significance to us. Let’s examine how Christ’s identity should affect us if we are His followers. The name “Christian” is used 3x in the New Testament. In (Acts 11:26) we find that the “disciples were first called Christians at Antioch.” A disciple is a follower and a learner. These go hand and hand with each other, as Jesus has invited us both to follow Him and learn from Him (Matthew 16:24; 11:28-30). We find in (Acts 26:28) the King Agrippa told Paul the “almost persuaded him to be a Christian.” As Christians, we are to be fully persuaded of who Jesus is to the point of complete devotion to Him. Paul was after he had that head-on collision with Jesus on the road to Damascus. He put it this way in (2 Timothy 1:12), “for I know who I have believed and am persuaded that He is able to keep what I have committed to Him until that Day.” We find that last use of this name in (1 Peter 4:16), where Peter exhorts them to not be ashamed to suffer as a Christian. As a Christian we are called to be willing to suffer for Him. Peter surely understood this if you examine his life (Acts 5:40-41). The name “Christian” is a noble name (James 2:7). Let us wear our name well for the Lord’s sake as we strive to be like Him. God loves you and I do too! Grace and peace to you!
