Remarks from Mark
“Understanding Faith”
Last week, we examined an article on “understanding grace.” This morning, we will follow up with “understanding faith.” In our article last week, we saw how grace and gratitude are linked. When a wealthy person showed grace to the less fortunate person, the life of the less fortunate person was in the redeemer’s hands. The recipient of grace trusted their redeemer and went about praising them and serving them loyally. The trust the recipient had in their redeemer was faith. God is our redeemer today (Ephesians 1:7-8). He has paid a debt for us that we could NEVER repay. If we are trying to repay Him for what He has done, we are trying to do the impossible. We ARE “saved by grace through faith, NOT of works, lest anyone should boast” (Ephesians 2:8-9). If we say that we are saved by our works then we are trying to save ourselves, and thus we will have an improper attitude toward God, who is our Benefactor. Paul put it this way, “But when the kindness and love of God our Savior toward man appeared, NOT by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to His mercy He saved us, through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the Holy Spirit, whom He poured out on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Savior, that having been justified by His grace we should become heirs according to the hope of eternal life” (Titus 3:4-7). Faith is not a mere mental response in that one believes there is a God, but the complete and utter trust in God to do whatever He says, because we love Him and are so grateful for all that He has done for us. Our grateful faith in God moves us to action, specifically servitude. If we are not motivated to gratitude-filled service for our Lord because of our faith, then we are no better off than those James was dealing with in chapter 2 of his epistle. As a matter of fact, we are dead. My prayer is that we will have mountain-moving faith for our Lord in response to all the wonderful grace He has poured out on us. Stay tuned to see the role good works play next Sunday. Remember God loves you and I do too! Grace and peace to you!
