Remarks from Mark
What does a Disciple of Christ looks like?
In Matthew’s account of the Great Commission (28:18-20), we find the phrase, “Go therefore and make disciples of all nations.” As a disciple of Jesus Christ, we are to be much more than just a student. Don’t get me wrong, the word disciple does imply a learner, but it also implies being a follower. As disciples of Christ, we are His apprentices to be fully trained by Him so we can be like Him in how we think, talk, and act (Matthew 11:28-30; Luke 6:40). In being Jesus’ disciples, we should desire to emulate His character, as our life-model, so we can lead others to Him (1 Corinthians 11:1). So what does a disciple of Christ look like? Well, we can summarize this in 3 actions:

1. Disciples of Christ abide (live) in His’ teachings. Jesus said, “If you abide in My word, you are truly My disciple.” (John 8:31) This involves more than just reading, but also, study, meditation, and prayer. This is the only way we can have true biblical understanding. We must have a heart that is open to God’s word (Romans 10:17; James 1:21). As we learn His word we put these teachings into practice to make them part of our lives.

2. Disciples of Christ love one another. Jesus, right before His death, taught, “By this all people will know that you are My disciples, if you have love for one another.” (John 13:35) He even said that this love was to be His love (John 13:34). We cannot claim to be His disciple if we do not love each other. Because God is love, He expects us to love one another (1 John 4:7-8). This love must be sacrificial, even to the point of death (1 John 3:16).

3. Disciples of Christ bear fruit. “By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit.” (John 15:8) We are to bear two kinds of fruit: the fruit of righteousness/Spirit, e.g. joy & love (John 15:9-11; James 3:18; Galatians 5:22-23), and as disciples we plant the seed of God’s word in people’s hearts (Luke 8:11ff.) to bear more disciples of Christ.

Being disciples of Christ takes learning Him, emulating Him, and sharing Him. Disciples show and share Jesus. Disciples make disciples, who make disciples, who make disciples, etc. Let us be like Jesus and “be about our Father’s business.” God loves you and I do too! Grace and peace to you!
