Remarks from Mark
Major Change in a Maniac!

In (Mark 5:1-20), Jesus encounters a madman. He had so many demons possessing his physical body that the demons went by the name Legion (v.9). It is interesting to note that a Roman legion could contain somewhere between 5,000 to 10,000 troops. It is also interesting to note that every time demons encountered Jesus the recognized His Deity (v.7). Jesus promptly cast out the legion of demons into a herd of 2,000 swine grazing on the hillside, and the demons ran violently down the hill into the sea (vs.11-13). Many had written this man off, but not the Lord. In (vs.14-20), we find what Jesus did for this man. Jesus changed him, by purging him of the demons. Jesus clothed him, and he was no longer naked. Jesus calmed him, and his mind was now clear. Jesus charged him, sending him to his friends and neighbors. Jesus commissioned him, giving him a message to share. Jesus still works in the lives of people today. He still purges people of their sins when they obey the gospel. We are clothed with Christ when we are baptized. We are given the peace that passes all understanding by knowing that we are in a right relationship with God and heaven awaits us. We are charged and commissioned to go into all the world and preach the gospel, making disciple of all nations. Jesus can change us today if we let Him. Remember, God loves you and I do too!
