Remarks from Mark
“Conformed Into His Image”   
One of God’s greatest desires for us is to become like His Son. Paul said, “Imitate me as I imitate Christ” (1 Corinthians 11:1).  Peter said that Jesus Christ left an example that we could follow in His steps (1 Peter 2:21). Paul reveals that it was not only God’s desire, but His will that we “be conformed into the image of His Son,” even before we were born (Romans 8:29).  The question for us is this, do we know what Jesus looked like?  We understand that to see our image, we need a mirror or a photograph. We have no true picture images of Jesus. We have artist’s thoughts on what He looked like, but those are only from their imagination. We know that physically He would not have stood out in a crowd, at least not by being attractive (Isaiah 53:2). The word “conformed” conveys the meaning, “to be poured into the mold of.”  We have a choice to be poured into the mold of Jesus or that of the world, which has taken the form of Satan. Yes, that’s right, we get to choose whether we want to look like Jesus or look like the devil. I firmly believe no one reading this article wants to look like Satan, at least I hope not. So how can we accomplish looking like Jesus. Paul said that it starts with the changing of our minds (Romans 12:2). If we are going to look like Jesus, then we must get to know Him. We will start getting to know God’s Son better, one article at a time starting next Sunday. I invite you on this journey with me as we focus on Jesus as God’s Word reveals Him to us.
